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AND STEPPARENT

Budget process for dependent child living with a parent and stepparent.

A.
Child's Eligibility

1.
Combine the income of the parent and the child.

2.
Compare to the MA Scale for the parent and the child.  If less than or equal to the regular MA Scale, the child is MA eligi​ble.

3.
[If greater than the regular MA Scale, explore eligibility in the “I” category, if appropriate.]  

4.
[If ineligible in the “I” category, determine if eligible as a spend down and compare the parent's income and the child's income to the regular MA Scale.]  The excess is the monthly excess that must be spent down to make the child eligible.  This is a separate spend down case for the child.

B.
Parent's Eligibility

1.
Combine the stepparent's surplus income deemed to the parent from form PA-30A, Test Budget, the parent's income and the child's income.

2.
Compare to the regular MA Scale for the parent and the child.  If less than or equal to the regular MA Scale, the parent is MA eligible.  

3.
[If greater than the regular MA Scale, explore eligibility in the “I” category, if appropriate.]  

4. [If ineligible in the “I” category, determine if eligible as a spend down case and compare the stepparent's surplus income, the parent's income and the child's income to the regular MA Scale.]  The excess is the monthly excess that must be spent down to make the parent eligible.  This is a separate spend down case for the parent.
