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CASH SET ASIDE FOR BURIAL PURPOSES 

An individual can set aside up to $1,500 to designate for burial purposes.   This can be in the form of a bank account, a Certificate of Deposit (CD), a savings account, or money stored under the mattress, in the cookie jar, lingerie drawer, etc.    
If funds are commingled at the time of application, the burial reserves must be separated within 30 days of the case approval in order to allow the $1,500 exclusion.
A. VERIFICATION:

The following must be verified and documented.  

1.
Bank accounts - verified by a copy of the bank statement;

2.
CD’s – verified by a copy of the CD;


3.
Savings Accounts – verified by a copy of the savings passbook; or 

4.
Hidden money – verified by a written statement of the money stored 


in the home from the client.   

B. CONSIDERATION:

Form MA-36, Burial Designation, must be signed in order to allow a $1,500 exclusion from the cash set aside.
C. SYSTEM ENTRY:

Money set aside for burial is entered on the KAMES system on the RESOURCES (KIMA31) screen by:


1.
Answering yes to “Does He/She Have Any Money Set Aside for Burial Other than Life/Burial Insurance Policy or a Prearranged Funeral Contract?”


2.
Entering the total amount of this money after “If Yes, Amount:”

3.
Answering “Y” to “Are These Funds Clearly Designated As Set Aside for Burial?”  
4.
Entering OR as your verification source after the appropriate verification is received.  This will allow the $1,500 exclusion.
D. EXAMPLE:

Individual states they have $1,600 in their cookie jar.  This money is to be used for their burial expenses.  



$1,600 in cookie jar



-1,500 Burial exclusion



$  100 Countable Resource

The $1,500 must be separated from the $100 within 30 days of the case approval.  The individual agrees to this action by signing the MA-36.
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
