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Estate recovery results in the State filing a claim against the estate of an individual in order to recoup Medicaid (MA) expenditures paid on the individual's behalf.

A.
Estate recovery is made against a deceased individual's estate.  This includes all assets such as cash, personal possessions, and homestead property.

A claim is filed against the estate for the total amount of MA expenditures accruing on and after February 2, 1994.


2.
MA expenditures prior to February 2, 1994 are not subject to estate recovery.

B.
[An estate is subject to estate recovery if the individual is at least 55 years of age at the time of death AND at any time received MA that paid for any of the following:

The estates of individuals under 55 years of age are also subject to estate recovery if the individual has been receiving MA for NF or ICF IID services for a total of six consecutive months or more at the time of death.
