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MA ELIGIBILITY FOR DECEASED APPLICANTS

The Department for Community Based Services (DCBS) is responsible for determining MA eligibility for an individual, without a spouse or parent in the household, who dies during the applica​tion or appeal phase of an SSI request, prior to a determination being made.  Application can be made by any individual on behalf of the de​ceased individual.  The application date is the date the SSI application was filed. Take an application and send a completed PA-601T, Referral for Determination of Incapacity or Disability, and signed/witnessed MRT-15 (with a revision date of 5/01 or after) forms, Authorization for Information/Release of Information, to MRT for determination of disability.  File any hearings on these actions through the local office.  The MRT-15 may be signed by the next of kin, such as a spouse, child, sibling or parent. [If there is no next of kin, the individual’s attorney, executor of the estate or other authorized representative may sign the form.]  See also Volume IVA, MS 1374.
