INTRODUCTION:

Adoptive parents are eligible for adoption assistance for special needs children after their 18th birthday in the form of monthly subsidy, extraordinary medical expenses and the medical card.  Adoption assistance may continue until high school graduation or the child’s 19th birthday, whichever comes first.

PROCEDURES:

1. The SSW verifies the child was placed for adoption by the Cabinet and the family had received adoption assistance after the finalization of the adoption.

2. The adoptive family provides verification of the child’s continued enrollment in high school after the child’s 18th birthday to the R&C worker.
