PROCEDURE:

1. The SSW follows the procedures outlined in SOP 7F.5.5 Child Care Assistance, as well as, the procedures listed below.

2. Protective child care assistance is NEVER appropriate for a Kinship Care provider. Preventive child care assistance has been granted to Kinship Care providers in the past to prevent disruption in a child’s placement, however preventive child care assistance was never intended as an option for Kinship Care providers. Currently any and all child care assistance afforded a Kinship Care provider is based on the income of the relative caregiver

3. Upon a request from a Kinship Care provider for child care assistance the SSW informs the Kinship Care provider that child care assistance is not an automatic benefit of being a Kinship Care provider and approval by Division of Child Care (DCC) is required. The SSW refers all child care requests by the Kinship Care provider to the local county Child Care Assistance Program (CCAP) agency.  All child care assistance is approved based on the income of the relative caregiver and Kinship Care benefits are not calculated as part of the relative’s income. 

4. The SSW follows procedures outlined in the Kinship Care Standards of Practice (SOP), specifically SOP 7E.1.7(D) Permanency for the Child.
