NCP Deceased (June 2001)

Question: Noncustodial parent is deceased.  Noncustodial parent owes no arrearages to the state.  The children are in their twenties.  There is no estate.  DCS still has $75 after all arrearages were paid.  Who does this money go to?  Widow?  Children?  Need OGC to advise.

Answer:  Per the Office of the General Counsel:  If the estate has been settled, determine who the personal representative is (administrator, executor, executrix) by calling the probate court for the county in which the decedent resided.  Send the money to that person if the estate was offered for probate.  Otherwise, send the money to the children.
