Self Assessment (April 2005) 
Question: “We were discussing self assessments and certain cases that we close. When there is a payee change and we have to open a new case because there already were two CP on the original case if there is not a court order or arrearages we normally close the one case and open another because the child is not denied IV-D services. This really doesn’t meet the federal definition of case closure. 

If a case like this is on the list for self assessment it will appear that it is not in compliance. Would it be a good idea to now send the 137 and wait the 60 days or would the Feds look at this as a KY system problem.”

Answer:  According to the DCS Director’s Office, there is no need to send a CS 137.  The CS 137 is an advanced notice to the custodial parent that services will no longer be provided.  Although you are closing the original case, you are continuing services in another case.  Just be sure to document in the old case the case number through which services are being provided.  In order to make obvious, you may also want to do a self event with an event description: CS 137 not needed.  In the notes, explain that a new case was set up as a 3rd payee has been assigned, and list the case number for the new case.
