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There are five additional federal-level international reciprocity declarations on child support.  The Netherlands, Norway and the Canadian Provinces of Alberta, Newfoundland, and Ontario have each been declared a “foreign reciprocating country” for child support purposes by the United States.  

These reciprocating countries are now to be afforded the same services as provided to other interstate requests.  Outgoing requests for services are to be sent to their respective Central Authorities.  Norway and the Netherlands have agreed to accept petitions and evidence in English.  It is not necessary to have documents translated for these countries.
