DL Suspension (May 2004)

Question:  “Please advise if driver’s license suspension can still be completed on both current support cases and arrearage only cases.  Referencing: CHTL #37, 1/16/04, the criteria for creating a Department of Transportation (DOT) file includes “the case has current support and an arrearage subaccount”, (the 7th bullet on page 2) and KNM #60, 9/15/03, Creation of HR CSE-2G and 2H Error Rpt on RMDS (the 4 bullet under criteria).  HS 25.140/MS 36.140 do not mention the current support or arrearage subaccounts in the criteria for DR’s license suspension.”

Answer:  Yes, you can suspend a driver's license on both current support and arrearage-only cases. According to Gail Wells, Office of the Director, the criteria were added to the automation process to reduce the number of cases in the system (Child Support Handbook Transmittal Letter No. 37).  The criterion that staff use for suspension of license is that there is an arrearage that equals or exceeds six months obligation.  The past-due support must have accrued since January 1, 1994.
