Seizure of FEMA Monies (Aug. 2004)

Question:  “Does the Division of Child Support have the authority to seize bank accounts where the monies came from FEMA due to flooding of the account holder's home and can be proven?”
Clarification from the Division of Revenue:  This money is from FEMA for aide to a family that was flooded this spring.  I assume that it is federal monies.  Child Support issued the bank levy on a case that is in 309 and now wants to know if we would keep it.

Answer:  While these monies can be attached, it is not an advisable practice.  According to the Dept. of Revenue and Division of Child Support Attorneys, the bank levy should be released and the monies refunded.
