Child’s SSD Income (Jan. 2007) 

Question: I have a question regarding social security income. 
CP draws a monthly check on his disability for minor child in the amount of $618.00 per month, would that amount be counted as monthly income for cp when figuring ncp’s child support obligation? 
Answer: According to Kentucky Revised Statute (KRS) 403.212(2)(a), Social Security Income is an applicable source of income in determining child support orders. However, KRS 403.211(14) states that this specific type of social security income is not countable income when calculating a child support obligation. Instead, the money payment is to be credited against the monthly child support obligation of that parent.  If an amount is received in excess of the monthly child support obligation, it must be credited against arrearages owed by the parent that accrued subsequent to the date of the parental disability.
