Correct FIPS Code (March 2004)

Question from Caseworker:  “We have an out of state order and the contracting official's office is under the assumption that since they're taking the enforcement action, they put their FIPS code on the court order when they add the court order.  KASES online help facility states: "Enter the FIPS code of the state and the county in which the support order is filed or will be enforced.”  I feel the FIPS code should be the other state's FIPS when the original order is input and then once we get a Kentucky judgment, then they would put their KY FIPS code on their court order.  Please advise as which is the correct way.”

Answer:  The out-of-state FIPS should be entered until a Kentucky order is entered.
