Family Violence Indicator Expiration Date
The Update Participant Data screen (ASEC2A) and to the Update Child’s Participant Data screen (ASEPT1) have been updated to allow an expiration date for the Family Violence Emergency Protection Orders to be entered. This date will be automatically entered by a weekly interface with the State Police Emergency Protective Order file. The appropriate Family Violence Indicator of “P” (perpetrator) or “V” (victim) will be set as it has in the past.  The indicator and the date can also be manually updated by a case worker; which includes the ability to change the date received from the State Police file.

FVIC, Family Violence Indicator Changed, will remain as the event when the indicator on the participant has changed.

FVIE, Family Violence Indicator Expired, is a new event that is created when the expiration date is reached.  Each month, the KASES System will determine if any expiration dates have expired. Once the date has expired, the FV indicator will be updated to “N” (former family violence).
When the Family Violence Indicator and date have never been populated for a participant, those fields will remain blank.
