Death of CP (May 2006) 
Question:”We have a case in which the CP recently died.  There is currently a custody issue with the child.  The NCP owes over $8000 in arrears and is on felony probation for Flagrant Nonsupport.  I spoke with the CP's mother today and she said that there is no estate, as such.  The child will most likely draw Social Security survivor benefits which may, or may not, take the place of current support...that will be to our Court to decide.  My question is:  do we collect these arrears, and if so, would these arrears then go to the new custodian?”

Clarification: “The new custodian will probably be the step-mother and the child(ren) is not committed to CHFS.”

Answer: Office of Legal Services states: “Continue to collect and hold the accumulated support until a new custodian has been appointed, then pay to the new custodian.  If it takes a few months or longer to get a new custodian, I think you might be well advised to simply set a review hearing so you can inform the court and the obligor what the case status is and how the Cabinet has been handling it.  It might be the court orders it paid to a temporary custodian, guardian, etc. or might simply tell us to continue to hold pending resolution of custodian issue.  This would apply to current support and arrears.”
