Foster Care Subaccounts (May 2005) 
Question: “Is there really a need to separate the Foster Care payments into account 30 and 31? We have always wondered here if payments actually went into separate accounts or if payments went into one big Foster Care account. If there is no separation, couldn’t we just use one Foster Care category?

Another type case I always wondered about is interstate “R” cases. Since all payments go to the other state and it’s their responsibility to disburse the money why have two out of state arrearage extensions? It doesn’t matter to us as the responding case what category the initiating case is in.

Just some things I’ve always wondered about.”
Answer: According to the Distribution Section Supervisor, each case and each payment has a record that goes into the audit for the federal reports.  There is a reason for each action.
