 SSI Case Closure (June 2002) 
Question:   “I need verification that we can close cases using case closure code "CMED" on cases where the ncp's sole income is SSI and he/she has been a medically verified total and permanent disability.  Per the case closure criteria for this code, it states that a case can be closed if the noncustodial parent cannot pay support for the duration of the child's minority.  My interpretation of the latest SSI opinion is that we may use SSI income in the calculation of support.  However, it goes on to state that SSI income cannot be subject to execution, levy, attachment, garnishment or other legal process.  I interpret this to mean that we cannot file any action to enforce on cases where we have set support based on SSI income alone.   


I think the key word in the case closure code "CMED" is total and permanent disability.  Many of the individuals who receive SSI only are receiving on a temporary basis and are not forever disabled.  These cases cannot be closed.  However, if you determine that my interpretation of the SSI opinion and our case closure criteria is correct, we may close cases where the ncp is receiving SSI only based on a total and permanent disability that has been medically verified. “ 

Answer:  Yes you are correct in your interpretation of the SSI case closure criteria for "CMED" being total and permanent disability.
