UIFSA Procedures (Nov. 2002) 

Question:  When we file motions in our courts, we're required to complete the certification of who the motion has been mailed to, which then appears in the court's file as well as on the respondent's copy of the motion.  Does that violate the confidentiality agreement?”

Answer:  No, not a problem.  We don't put down the custodial parent on the certification of service normally.  The name of the entity that is providing the collection service in placed on the certificate of service in lieu of the custodial party.  That's the "Ex Rel" you see in the case style; it means "in relation to."  So, either the person's private counsel, CFC, county attorney, contracting official or OAG is the party to which we certify service and not the custodial parent.  The entity providing the enforcement service can send the material on to the custodial parent.
