The CS-130 and procedural instructions have been revised to update language and to reflect technical changes to be consistent with other forms and procedures.  The CS-130 and procedural instructions have been updated on the CHFS Intranet Forms page.  The Spanish version of the CS-130 will be added to the Intranet once it has been translated by the Cabinet for Health and Family Services Language Access Section. 
The name of the form was changed from “Wage Information Request” to “Income Information Request” to reflect other income sources beyond wages.  Noncustodial parent was added to item one because the form can be generated to send to the noncustodial parent as well.  KRS 205.730 and KRS 403.212 were added to the form referring to requesting information.   The following items were added to the area in the table:
· “Work Starting Date” to “Work/Retirement Starting Date” and same for ending date;

· “Gross Salary Per Pay Period” to “Gross Wage/Income Per Pay Period”;

· What is the cost of health insurance to cover child(ren);

· Policy Number; 

· Effective Date of Policy; and

· Added “Retirement” to “If no longer employed…” statement
