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Prorating Child Support Orders
The Child Support Enforcement Program has received questions pertaining to emancipation and prorating child support orders.  For example, a child graduated in the middle of June and will turn 18 on September 25th.  Previously, staff were advised to not prorate the order for September.  After consulting with the Office of Legal Services, it was determined that the best practice in this circumstance is to prorate the child support for the week or month, depending on how the order is written.  Child support can extend longer in some situations (handicapped child, unusual expenses or if agreed to between the parties), but most orders will end at the child’s 18th or 19th birthday, high school graduation or death.
If the Child Support Enforcement (CSE) Program does not prorate in these circumstances, the issue becomes the lawful limit or our authority to collect support past the 18th or 19th birthday, high school graduation, or death.
