Unemployment Insurance Extended Benefits
Recently, the Office for Employment and Training, Unemployment Insurance program has announced an Extended Benefits (EB) program for unemployed claimants.  The program will provide benefits for an additional 20 weeks.  In order to be eligible to receive the extended benefits, persons must meet the following criteria:  
· Are unemployed. 

· Have established eligibility for Emergency Unemployment Compensation (EUC) and have exhausted those benefits. 

· Do not have available regular benefits under the unemployment compensation laws of any state, the Virgin Islands, Canada or the United States.  

· Meet the eligibility requirements of the law and are not disqualified.  

Letters have been  mailed to notify potentially eligible recipients of the extended benefits program.  Those that are eligible for the EB must file separately once their EUC benefits have been exhausted.  Work search requirements while receiving EB are different from the requirements of regular UI and EUC claims.  Claimants will be required to make a “systematic and sustained” search for work, and must seek work on at least two different days of the week and  maintain a written record of those contacts.  The written record must consist of the name, address and telephone number of the company, the name of the person contacted, the date of the application, the type of work and the result of the contact. 

The weekly rate received through the EB program will be the same as the claimant previously received through the EUC program.  To access the EB information on 4B, enter the noncustodial parent’s Social Security Number and select option 1.  If the noncustodial parent is eligible for the extended benefits, EB will be listed on option 1, below the program code.  To see additional information regarding EB, enter option 2, program 2.  See the screenshot on page two from 4B, option 1, showing a recipient entitled to receive the EB.  If unemployment insurance benefits are currently being intercepted for child support, a new CS-76 is not necessary.
