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The Kentucky Child Support Enforcement program participated in the 9th National Interstate Case Reconciliation (ICR).   The ICR matched the case and participant data submitted for all of Kentucky’s open and closed interstate cases with the case and participant data submitted by other states participating in the ICR.  Kentucky had a reconciliation match rate of 82.9% out of 28,108 cases provided from the participating states.  This is an improvement from previous years which had a match rate of 81.1% in 2011 and 72.1% in 2010.  
NOTE: Due to the state of Florida’s system conversion, they did not participate in the 2012 ICR.
Offices should utilize the reports outlined below to identify and take appropriate action(s) on the interstate cases listed for their counties.  As of May 18, 2012, the following reports are available on Document Direct and should be considered a priority:

· HRCS2701 – contains open Kentucky interstate cases that could not be found in the other state (Reason Code 01).

· HRCS2704 - contains interstate cases Kentucky has as open, but the other state shows the case as closed (Reason Code 04).
