Revised Answer to Withhold (Form CS-69)

Senate Bill (SB) 218 was enacted by the 2000 Kentucky General Assembly and became effective July 14, 2000.  This bill amended Kentucky Revised Statute (KRS) 205.712(9) to state that a noncustodial parent’s or obligor’s license or certificate may be denied, suspended, or revoked if that person owes a child support arrearage that equals or exceeds the amount that would be owed for six months.  This includes the denial, suspension, or revocation of a professional license or certification, occupational license or certification, recreational license, or sporting license.  

However, in accordance with KRS 186.570(2), in order to deny or suspend a driver’s license, a noncustodial parent or obligor must owe a child support arrearage that equals or exceeds the amount that would be owed for one year.  KRS 186.570(2) was inadvertently not amended during the 2000 Kentucky General Assembly to include the new six month time frame.

NOTE:  For a driver’s license to be denied or suspended, the arrearage must have accrued since January 1, 1994.  

In addition, in accordance with KRS 237.110(5), in order to deny, suspend, or revoke a license to carry a concealed deadly weapon, a noncustodial parent or obligor must owe a child support arrearage that equals or exceeds the amount that would be owed for one year.  KRS 237.110(5) was also inadvertently not amended during the 2000 Kentucky General Assembly to include the new six month time frame.
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Please note that KRS 186.570(2), KRS 205.712(9) and KRS 237.110(5) continue to allow for a license or certificate to be denied, suspended, or revoked if a noncustodial parent or obligor fails, after receiving appropriate notice, to comply with a subpoena or warrant relating to a paternity or a child support proceeding. 

The CS-44, CS-63, and procedural instructions for both forms have been revised to reflect these new changes.  In addition, references to “dispute hearing” have been changed to “administrative hearing” throughout the forms and the procedural instructions.

SB 218 also amended KRS 405.470(1) to include the booting of vehicles.  KRS 405.470(1) allows the secretary to collect delinquent child support by issuing an order to withhold and deliver earnings or property of any kind, real and personal, including booting of vehicles, that the secretary has reason to believe are due, owing, or belonging to the parent.  The CS-69 has been revised to reflect this change.  

The CS-78 has been revised to remove reference to third party collection agents.  The CS-78 has also been revised to instruct the noncustodial parent or obligor to send all child support payments to the Central Collections Unit (CCU) and the address for CCU has been corrected.

KRS 205.712(17) states that the Cabinet for Families and Children (CFC) will compare a quarterly report provided by the Kentucky Finance and Administration Cabinet (FAC) of all tort claims made against the state with the child support database to match individuals who have a child support arrearage and may receive a settlement from the state.  The CS-122 has been revised to inform a noncustodial parent or obligor that his or her child support arrearage will be subject to collection by state administrative offset, to include tort claim settlements, by FAC.  This means that certain payments due now or in the future to a noncustodial parent or obligor from the Commonwealth of Kentucky, including tort claim settlements, will be offset without further advance notice.

The CS-122 has also been revised to add “XXX” above the noncustodial parent’s or obligor’s address lines to show where KASES now enters the three digit office code when the form is batch generated (January 5, 2000, migration notice).  The CS-122 also has been revised to remove 45 CFR § 303.105 from paragraph one because this regulation was removed from the Code of Federal Regulations by federal action transmittal OCSE-AT-99-01 (February 10, 1999).
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The CS-44 and the CS-63 are currently available on KASES.  The CS-69 is generated on KASES as a companion form to the Order to Withhold (Form CS-68).  An unnumbered version of each form is attached for photocopying until the revised versions are migrated to KASES.  

The CS-78 can be photocopied as needed.
