Revised Subsection 5.180, Case Status Maintenance

The Case Status Maintenance screen (ASECIN) on KASES has been revised to include the CFS LVL 3 and effective date fields, and KAMES ap-sys-id and TWIST sys-id numbers.

CFS Level 3 is defined as the highest level of comprehensive family services.  It requires a client and family member(s), caseworker, and community partners to participate in a family meeting. The CFS LVL 3 and effective date fields are used to indicate the family in the IV-D case is in partnership with the Comprehensive Family Services in the decision making process to become self-sufficient and independent through services provided by the Cabinet. The CFS Level 3 and effective date fields are used for the Strategic Plan reporting to determine if the Cabinet is meeting its goal.

The KAMES ap-sys-id and TWIST sys-id numbers have been added to the ASECIN screen as display only.  The ap-sys-id and sys-id numbers are KAMES and TWIST internal identification numbers similar to KASES MPI number.
