Enforcement - Venue for Enforcing a Child Support Order (February 2009)

Question:  Child support was set in the County (County A) where the CP and child were living at the time.

The NCP and CP obtained a divorce in a neighboring county (County B). The divorce order stated child support remains as set in the other county (County A).

The NCP currently lives in County B. The CP/child still lives in County A.

Which county would be the appropriate county to enforce?

Answer: According to IR No. 899 Scenario 1, the case should be handled by the contracting official in the county where the custodial parent and the original order are located.
