Spousal Support (June 2006) 
Question # 1 “We have a case in which the child will emancipate June 1st, therefore CSUP will cease. We also have CSSP and the order states that this shall continue until the death or re-marriage of the CP. There is also NAA1A and SSP1A on the case. Our question is; do we continue to collect/enforce CSSP as long as there is child support arrears owed?”      
 
Question # 2 “We have a case in which CSUP will cease as the NCP now has custody of the child but there is CSSP ordered and there are NAA1A and SSP1A owed in the case. Do we continue to collect/enforce CSSP as long as there is child support arrears owed?”  
Answer:  In accordance with 921 KAR 1:380, yes.  As long as the Cabinet is collecting on a child support order (current or arrears), you can continue collecting the court ordered current or past-due amounts of spousal support.  Once current support ends and all arrearages have been paid, the custodial parent will need to seek private counsel to continue to collect current and/or past-due spousal support.
