DJJ Case (May 2006) 
Question: “It appears this child was living in X county and committed a crime in Y county and the county judge committed the child to DJJ. However, the parents of the child live in Z county. 

A court order for support already exists in Y county against the dad. Which county should take the action to establish support against the Mom?”

Answer: Prosecutors’ Handbook, Section 23.000, Foster Care, Subsection 23.130, Initiation of Case Action/Operations’ Manual, Section 31.000, Foster Care, Subsection 31.130, Initiation of Case Action, states that “the county of a child’s commitment is the county that has jurisdiction and that works the case.  If there is more than one county of commitment, the last county of commitment works the case.”  Therefore, the Z county should take action to establish support against the mom.
