Children’s Income Not Countable (Aug. 2006) 
Question: “If you have a man you are trying to calculate support against and the following scenario exists, what would you use as his income in determining credit for prior born children.  This man received $1,454.30 per month from social security disability – he also has two prior born children whom live with him and he also receives $363.00 per month for each child.  Would his income be determined at $1,454.30 for two children as a credit or would you add the children’s amount then figure for two children to give credit for the prior born children.”
 

Answer: Kentucky Revised Statute (KRS) 403.212(2)(b) states that for purposes of determining the child support obligation, “gross income” from any source including Social Security benefits is counted as income for a parent.  The benefits he receives for the two children should not be counted as his income.  The gentleman’s Social Security benefit of $1,454.30 should be used as his monthly income.
