Cohabitating Parents (April 2007) 
Question:  We have a NPA client that wants to apply for child support services even though she & the child's father reside together.  Our judge has agreed to establish the support & has advised us to go ahead & take the application.  Although it doesn't seem that we would pursue establishing a child support order for someone when the father is in the home, I can't find anything in policy that would indicate that this would be inappropriate.  Therefore, your assistance is requested.  
 

Answer:  Have the custodial parent complete a Non-K-TAP Application (Form CS-33) for child support services, and proceed with judicial establishment.  There are no laws or policy to prohibit cohabitating parents from applying for IV-D services.
