Day Care Expenses (Nov. 2005) 
Question: “I have a custodial parent who is wanting me to include in the wage order her daycare expense.  In this case, the judge did not include daycare in the worksheet but just order the father to pay one-half.  Please let me know if we are allowed to do this.”

DCS Request for Additional Information: “I know that the judge did not include it in the worksheet, but did he include it in the actual judicial wage order?” 

Caseworker Clarification: “There was not a judicial wage order done.  We have been using the cs89.”

DCS Request for Additional Information: “Did the judge’s order for child support say that the father was to pay half of the day care expenses?”  
Caseworker Clarification: “The order says yes.”
Answer:  Yes, you can add day care expense to the child support obligation amount on the CS-89 that is sent to the employer since the judge signed the order for the noncustodial parent to pay half of the day care expenses.
