FIDM (Aug. 2005)  

Question:  We sent an order to withhold on this case (hit from FIDM for $98,000.00) to Alabama.  It was returned by the bank stating that they did not have a reciprocal with Kentucky and would not be complying with the order.  What action do we take now? 
Answer:  It appears that a UIFSA may have been sent to Alabama in 2003 for enforcement.  If this is correct, contact the appropriate Alabama child support office and inform them that you have found a FIDM match for $98,000, and request that they take enforcement action to seize the assets you are requesting.  

If a UIFSA was not sent as indicated by the system, Kentucky can use the Electronic Parent Locator Network (EPLN) system to submit an Administrative Enforcement Interstate (AEI) request, as Alabama is a member state.  Please contact the Central Registry section, at 564-2285 for assistance if you wish to use this process.

If neither of these solutions work, please let me know and we will explore other avenues.
