FIDM for Out of State Bank (Feb. 2004)

Question:  “We did an Order to Withhold on a FIDM match to Bank of America.  The Order is a Kentucky order and NCP is now living in Florida.  We received a response from Bank of America stating they do not maintain deposit accounts or bank branches in Kentucky.  It is their "position" that child support levies issue in Kentucky do not reach bank accounts outstide of Kentucky.  They are requesting that we send the Kentucky order to Florida to be registered & request that Florida do the withholding request.  Is that correct?”

Answer:  They are correct.  Send a UIFSA to Florida for appropriate action and so a case can be set up to collect the assets.  The financial institution will comply with all applicable laws and procedures of the State that issues the action (Kentucky).  As a result, the financial institution will communicate and coordinate its actions with the "responding state".
