Other State’s Administrative Fees (Aug. 2006)
Question: The only court order is an out of state order which established paternity, child support, and medical per our UIFSA petition, an 'I' case. The case is up for an indictment in Kentucky. The other state is charging administrative fees.  Should these fees be included in the affidavit on arrears that will be going to the commonwealth attorney's office? If so, should the arrears on KASES be updated periodically per other state's records to include these administrative fees the same as we would add interest on an "R" case?

Answer:  No, Kentucky would not include the other state’s administrative fees on an “I” case.  It is the other state’s court order and they are enforcing and redirecting payments to Kentucky.  The other state would monitor and retain their administrative fees.  Kentucky should obtain an updated affidavit of arrears from the other state. KASES should be adjusted accordingly and this would be the amount to report to the Commonwealth Attorney’s office.
