Enforcement – Revocation (August 2007)

 
 
Question: I was looking in administrative enforcement and it is not real clear. Can we revoke operators’ license for medical only cases?   
 

Answer:  Yes, as long as there is a court order for ongoing current medical support or a judgment for past due medical expenses and the noncustodial parent has failed to pay for a period of six (6) months from entry of the order.  Kentucky Revised Statute (KRS) 205.710(5), defines “Duty of support” as any duty of support imposed or imposable by law or by court order, decree or judgment…
 

KRS 205.712(9) provides, “The cabinet shall determine the name of an obligor owing an arrearage and shall indefinitely deny, suspend, or revoke a license or certification that has been issued if the person has a child support arrearage that equals or exceeds the amount that would be owed after six (6) months of nonpayment or fails, after receiving appropriate notice, to comply with subpoenas or warrants relating to paternity or child support proceedings as provided by 42 U.S.C. sec. 666(a)(16). “
