Incentive Payments (March 2000)
Question:  According to DCS IM 99-09, are we to assume if when setting support at the time of commitment for a child in Kinship, Foster Care or DJJ and incentives are paid for each support order that if support is ordered for each parent in a separate order that the contracting officials will receive a $50.00 incentive for each order established for the child. ex.. If support is set for Mom and for Pop the contracting official will receive $100.00 in incentives for the two court orders, assuming they send copies of the court orders and complete the cover sheet as instructed. Please advise if this interpretation is correct. 

Answer-If the orders have the same civil action number then the contractor will only be paid once ($50.00 total for both orders). If the orders have different civil action numbers then the contractor can be paid for each order ($100.00 total for both orders).
