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FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ENUMERATION
A.
Failure to comply with enumeration requirements means:  

1.
A statement of intent not to provide/apply for a SSN;

2.
Failure to apply for a SSN; or

3.
The member fails to supply documentation required for comple​tion of form SS-5 without good cause.  As long as a good faith effort is being made to provide the SSN, good cause exists for failing to provide the number.  


B.
Technically exclude the members, other than a deemed eligi​ble newborn, who are not enumerated.  A member technically exclud​ed for enumeration may be included in the MA family size if advanta​geous to the assistance group. 

The excluded household member becomes eligible upon providing the Agency with a SSN or applying for a SSN at the local office, if otherwise eligible.
