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ENUMERATION GOOD CAUSE CRITERIA
Good cause criteria for non-cooperation with enumeration requirements are as follows:

A.
If the household member, based on religious grounds refuses to provide an SSN, the member has good cause for failing to comply.  
B.
If the household member is unable to provide evidence such as out-of-state birth records which are necessary for completing form SS-5, the member has good cause for failing to comply as long as he is making a good faith effort to obtain the evidence.

If you question whether the member is making a good faith effort to obtain the out-of-state birth records, require the household to provide verification such as copies of letters sent to request the information.
