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Patient liability is determined in a manner similar to the determination for individuals in an NF or ICF IID.  The Hospice Program allows the use of a Hospice personal needs allowance of the SSI Standard plus the SSI general exclusion of $20, which replaces the LTC personal needs allowance.

A.
Use the Hospice personal needs allowance if gross income is equal to or less than the special income standard for an individual AND the applicant has been receiving Hospice for 30 full consecutive days. 

B.
Use the Hospice personal needs allowance if gross income is equal to or less than the special income standard for an individual and the Hospice election is less than 30 full consecutive days as a result of death.  THIS IS THE ONLY EXCEPTION. 

[C.
When an individual who is already Medicaid eligible begins receiving Non-Institutionalized Hospice, the patient liability is $0 regardless of income, as Non-Institutionalized Hospice is a type of waiver services.]
