Ineligible aliens;

B.
Individuals currently disqualified for:


1.
Refusing to provide or apply for a social security number;


2.
Intentional program violation;


3.
Failure to register for work;


4.
Noncompliance with an employment and training requirement, including a KWP sanction;


5.
Voluntary quit;

6.
Fleeing to avoid prosecution, custody, or confine​ment for a crime that would be classified as a felony;

7.
Fleeing to avoid prosecution or custody for an attempt to commit a crime that would be classified as a felony;

8.
Violating the conditions of probation or parole under a Federal or State law; or

9.
Committing and convicted of Federal or State felonies after 8/22/96, for possession, use, or distribution of illegal drugs unless the criteria in Vol. II, MS 2090 or Vol. II, MS 2350 is met.
