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Discontinuance of the K-TAP case does not end the individual’s sanctioned status.  For full family sanction reapplications, refer to Volume III, MS 2015.

A.	At reapplication, the individual may cure the KWP sanction by: 

	1.	Verifying he/she meets exemption criteria in Volume III, MS 2324.  The appropriate exemption code (D, U, T, or G) is entered on KAMES.  The K-TAP case is approved with the sanction in place and a reduced benefit is issued for the month of application, unless the individual has a previous full family sanction.  The sanction is cured on OTIS after the application is processed with the cure begin and cure end dates entered as the application date.  A supplement may be appropriate for the month following application.

	2.	Verifying good cause criteria in Volume IIIA, MS 4720, is met.  The K-TAP case is approved with the sanction in place and a reduced benefit is issued for the month of application.  The sanction is cured on OTIS after the application is processed with the cure begin and cure end dates entered as the application date.  A supplement may be appropriate for the month following application.
 
		Example: An individual is sanctioned effective September.  The K-TAP case is discontinued effective November.  A reapplication is taken January 15 and the individual meets good cause criteria.  The application is approved prior to curing the sanction on OTIS and a reduced benefit amount is issued for January.  After the approval is processed, good cause is entered on KAMES and the sanction is cured on OTIS by entering the cure begin and end date of January 15.  In February, the individual is eligible for the full benefit amount. 
 
	3.	Participating in an activity for the required number of hours per week for 15 calendar days.  The activity must be current and expected to continue.  The individual must meet the required KWP hours within 15 calendar days unless there is an ADA accommodation that limits the hours of participation.  To determine the needed hours of participation, calculate the monthly participation requirements and divide by 2.
		The K-TAP case is approved with the sanction in place and a reduced benefit is issued for the month of application.    

		Example: An individual with a 30-hour requirement must participate 130 hours (30 x 4.33) in the month to meet participation.  In order to cure the sanction, the individual must verify 65 hours (130/2) of participation within the 15 calendar days.  The approval action for K-TAP is processed prior to curing the sanction on OTIS.  Holiday and excused absence hours can be used in curing their sanction.  When using holiday hours, the holiday must be one of the 15 calendar days.  Excused hours can be used provided the individual has not exceeded 16 hours for the month or 80 hours for a 12-month period.
		
	[4.	If verification is received that participation has begun, the cure begin date entered on OTIS is the day the individual started participating.  The cure end date is the first day following the 15 calendar day period of verified required participation.] 

		The penalty for not participating in KWP activities is removed effective the month after the cure end date.  

		[Example 1:	An individual is sanctioned effective October.  The K-TAP case is discontinued effective December.  A reapplication date is January 4.  The application is approved prior to curing the sanction on OTIS and a reduced benefit amount is issued for January. The individual verifies  she will begin KWP activity on January 5.  The cure begin date is January 5 and the cure end date is January 21 on OTIS.  The individual returns verification on January 20 that shows the required participation was met for the 15 calendar day period.  January 21 is entered as the cure end date.  The individual is eligible for the full benefit amount in the month of February.  
	
		Example 2:	An individual is sanctioned and the case is discontinued effective November.  A reapplication date is November 23.  The application is approved prior to curing the KWP sanction with a reduced benefit amount for November and December. The individual will begin KWP activity on Nov 24.  The cure begin date is November 24 and the cure end date is December 10.  The individual returns verification on December 9 that shows the required participation was met for the 15 calendar day period.  December 10 is entered as the cure end date.  The individual is eligible for the full benefit amount in the month of January.
		
		If the individual has participated the required hours within 15 calendar days prior to the application date and continues to participate, the cure begin and end date is the application date.
	
		Example 3:  An individual reapplies January 20th and reports that she attended community college starting January 3rd and will continue through May 25th.  She provides verification that shows she met participation within the 15 calendar day period prior to January 20th.  The cure begin date is January 20 and the cure end is January 20.] 
	
B.	If the individual chooses not to participate, the case is approved with the sanction in place and receives reduced benefits until the full family sanction is applied.
