SUBJECT:  Revisions made to SOP involving the Interstate Compact On the Placement of Children (ICPC) and Individuals with Disabilities Act (IDEA)

The purpose of this transmittal letter is to inform staff of revisions made to SOP involving certain portions of the ICPC SOP and SOP regarding the IDEA Act.  These revisions have been made according to Federal mandates and, therefore, required no field review.  

1.  ICPC-Changes in this SOP involve timeframes for completing out of state home studies for relative, foster and adoptive placements.  A new resource, Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children Quarterly Progress Report, was also created to assist workers from other states in documenting the progress of a child.  This document has been posted on the Resources page of the Online Manuals website.

2.  IDEA Act-Changes in this SOP involve the birth parents ability to grant a Resource Parent permission to co-serve as parent with them when making educational decisions for 
the child.  The birth parent reserves the right, at any time, to rescind this permission and if both the Resource Parent and birth parent are present at the same meeting, the birth parent retains the authority to make decisions.  However, if the birth parent is unavailable, this revision allows the Resource Parent to make educational decisions on the child’s behalf, therefore, ensuring that the child’s needs are met in an expedient manner.
