PROCEDURE:
1.    The SSW develops with the family a Genogram/Family Tree during the:

(a)Five (5) day conference, family team meeting to develop a case plan for all Out-of-Home Care (OOHC) cases; or

(b)Initial case conference, or Family Team Meeting to develop a Case Plan for all In-Home cases.  

2.  The SSW uses a Genogram/Family Tree at these conferences or anytime during the life of a case to:

(a)Enhance engagement, treatment, and gain insight for assessment purposes;

(b)Offer benefits in family engagement and case planning;

(c)Help identify family members, patterns/themes, cultural ties and

    connections; 

(d)Help identify absent relatives that can potentially assist with providing  

    supports to families to prevent the child from being removed or  

    potentially assist with permanency goals in OOHC cases; and 

(e)Include information that could assist in locating family members to provide support or for a Family Team Meeting or seek Relative Placement.
