PROCEDURES:

1. If the child is not referred to SNAP, the SSW makes a request through the Kentucky ICPC Compact Administrator for a home study of the out of state potential adoptive family.  If the child has been referred to SNAP, the SNAP worker asks the family to have their agency send a home study for review. (Link to ICPC 100A)
2. When staff believe that the placement is appropriate and an adoptive referral is desired, the SSW or SNAP staff submits three (3) identical comprehensive referral packets to the:

a written request addressed to the Kentucky ICPC Compact Administrator.  The memo includes:

1. Child's name;

2. Case number;

3. Family name;

4. State of residence;

5. Demographic information about the family; and,

6. An explanation of why staff are considering the family.

To request an adoptive Interstate home evaluation, the SSW submits 

The following documents are submitted in triplicate:

3. The three referral packets should contain (in the following order) a:

(a) Cover letter, (Click on cover letter link to complete the template provided. This will create a consistent, uniform format to be mailed to the receiving state along with prompting the user to complete the necessary information required on the cover letter.) to include:

(1) The child(ren)’s name, date of birth, race, sex, social security number;

(2) The placement resource’s name, address, telephone number, social security number, and relationship to the child(ren);

(3) The SSW’s office address, telephone number, email address; and
(4) A brief overview regarding the adoptive referral request.

Three (3) copies of Kentucky’s SOP Requirements for Out of State Adoptive Families;

(b) Current (must be dated within the last twelve (12) months) court commitment/custody orders; 
(c) Court order documenting the Termination of Parental Rights (TPR);
(d) Three (3) copies of the Child’s current presentation summary packet; 

(e) Three (3) copies of theh Homestudy;

(f) Three (3) copies of the Non-Indian Affidavit;

(g) Completed ICPC Financial/Medical Plan form (Click on ICPC Financial/Medical Plan link to complete) regarding how the resource/Cabinet will meet the financial and medical needs of the child; and
(h) Three (3) copies of the:  Title IV-E eligibility, if applicable, OOHC-1262-Title IV-E Eligibility/Reimbursement Summary(federal law now requires proof of Title IV-E eligibility):
(1) Child(ren)’s birth certificate(s); 
(2) Social security card; and 

(3) Citizenship/identity for any child whose ICPC Financial/Medical Plan is to receive Medicaid services due to Title IV-E eligibility.
(4) The original ICPC-100A and six (6) copies requesting the home study and possible placement.
