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We are pleased to announce a project that combines the services through the Division of Family Support and Division of Protection and Permanency in cooperation with the Community Action Programs and other local organizations providing weatherization services.

In cases where a child is at risk of removal due to the conditions of the home and is at 125% of the federal poverty level, staff will be able to make referrals to community agencies providing weatherization services to assist these families in remaining together and safe.

These services will be available on August 1, 2002.  The Family Support Weatherization Services Website that provides a description of weatherization services will not be in operation for approximately another two (2) weeks.  Staff from the Divisions of Family Support and Protection and Permanency will forward the URL for the website when it is available.
